Rules: 1)Who can 
participate?

2)What is the 
task? 

Students are required to use “Waste” found locally to create a new item to use 
(repurpose) or an art piece for decoration.  

3)What are 
the 
categories? 

● (A)Individual  – Any of our current scholarship students can join the competition 
alone. 

● (B)Student Group – A maximum of 3 current scholarship students can join the 
competition as a group.. 

● (C)Family Group – Any of our current scholarship student can join the competition  

with a maximum of 2 other family members. 
● (D)Teacher – Any of the teachers from our partner schools in Bakong district. 
 

Please note: Each current scholarship student can only join the competition 
under 1 of the 3 categories. 

4)Is there a 
deadline? 

All items need to be submitted to your school teacher by July 25, 2021 

5)What is the 
winning 
criteria? 

This competition is to encourage students to repurpose waste that is found locally.   
Participants are to use available materials for the competition. 
PeopleStories will judge based  on the creative thinking, design and usefulness of the 
item produced. 

6)What are 
the prizes? 

A total of 6 prizes will be awarded to the 4 categories:  
 

● (A)Winner, Individual  – Realme C11 smart phone x 1 and 20kg rice 
● (A)1st Runner Up, Individual – Smart Hero smart phone x 1 and 20kg rice 
● (B)Winner, Student Group – SIM Top Up $20 and 20 kg rice for each student 
● (B)1st Runner Up, Student Group – SIM Top Up $10 and 20kg Rice for each student 
● (C)Winner, Family Group – Realme C11 smart phone x 1 and 20kg Rice 
● (D)Winner, Teacher – Realme C11 smart phone x 1 and 20kg Rice
